Fe wnaeth Deiniol, Esgob cyntaf Bangor,
amgylchynu’r safle a ffens plethwaith a elwid yn ‘bangor’. Dyma sut y
cafodd dinas Bangor ei henw.

Bangor and its cathedral -
a place of pilgrimage

In the 6th century, Christianity began to thrive in Wales and churches
were established in many places, including Bardsey Island, Bangor and
Clynnog Fawr. Visiting holy sites and shrines associated with saints,
such as Deiniol and Beuno, gained popularity in the centuries after
their deaths. Bangor's cathedral became an important stop for pilgrims
journeying from Holywell to Bardsey Island. Bangor was a gathering
place for pilgrims to meet one another and a point where new travellers
could join the pilgrimage to Bardsey. Today, the North Wales Pilgrim'’s
Way is a 130-mile walking route along the coast, an epic journey that
follows in the footsteps of the medieval pilgrims.

The earliest cathedral site in Britain

The roots of Bangor’s magnificent cathedral can be traced back to the 6th
century when King Maelgwn Gwynedd gave land to Deiniol to set up a
Christian community known as a clas. Deiniol, the first Bishop of Bangor,
surrounded the site within a wattle fence called a ‘bangor'. This is how
Bangor got its name. The oldest parts of the present cathedral date to
around 1130. It 1s built on the same site as Deiniol’s clas and continues to
bear his name. 9
